PAO PHUC CUA HO PHAP

Chu giai: Pao Phuc clia H6 Phap c6 hai bo, mét bo Dai Phuc va mét bd Tiéu Phuc.

B6 Pai Phuc, Nguoi phai mac giap, dau doi Kim Khéi toan bang Vang, trén Kim Khéi ¢ thé Tam
Sorn, giong nhw cai chia ba nganh, chd nghia la Chwéng Quan Tam Thién bén Tay Phwong Cuwc Lac.

Chon di hia, trén chét mui hia ¢é chi “PHAP” |, ngoai giap thi choang mang bao, thé nao bén ta phai
giap, bén hiru thi mang. Tay hiru (bén DPao, nghia la bén Thuwong Phdm) cdm Gian Ma X (thé, 1ay Doi
ché Pao) con tay ta (bén Thé, nghia 14 bén Thuong Sanh) ndm xau chudi "Tw Bi" (thé, 14y Dao ché Do)
thanh ra nira B&i nlra Dao.

DAO PHUC CUA THUONG SANH

Chu giai: Dao Phuc clia Thwong Sanh ciing ¢é hai by, mét bd Dai Phuc va mét bd Tiéu Phuc.



B6 Pai Phuc cling y nhw ctia Thwgng Pham, d4u bit "Thanh Can" nghta la: (mot bao danh xanh),
lwng mang day Than Thong (nghia la mét duong lua dd) va nit day Linh sac y nhw clia H6 Phap va
Thwong Pham, song mdi phai tha ngay vé bén ta.

Noi Iwng giat Thu Hung Kiém (thé, tao thé va chuyén thé), tay hiru cam cay Phét Chii (thé, dua thé
vao cho HO Phap), tay ta nam xau chuoi “Twr Bi” (thé, dang Dao cho Nhon Sanh), chon di giay vo wu mau
trang, trwdc mii co chlr “THE”.

B Dai Phuc toan bang hang tréng, cb trit vién chi Kim Tuyen bac. Dau d6i mao qua ciing bang hang
trang, lwng nit day Linh sac theo Chi minh ma tha méi, chon di gidy vé6 wu mau trang.

Chu giai: Bé Pai Phuc cua Bao Van Phap Quan toan bang hang trang, dau doi Nhut Nguyét Mao
nhw cac Chirc Séc noi Hiép Thién Dai, song hai bén ngay chinh gitra c6 két mot béng sen nam canh,
trén méi bong thi théu “Thién Nhan” Thay, ngay dwéng gilra triedc méo cling két mét béng sen nhung
khéi théu Thién Nhan. Ca thay la ba bong sen trén mao.

Lwng dai Bach Tuyét Thdn Quang bang hang tréng, bé dai ba thwéc ba tic ba phan; bé ngang ba tac

ba phan ba ly, buéc mdi chiva ra trdc thé nao da that mot bong sen nam canh. Chon di gidy vo wu cling
bang hang trang, trwé’c mdi mai chiéc cling c6 mot bong sen nhé hon mét thi.

PAO PHUC CUA BAO SANH QUAN

“Cha giai: B Dai Phuc ciia Bao Sanh Quan toan bang hang trang. Dau doi Nhut Nguyét Mao
giong nhw cac Chirc Sac Hiép Thién Dai, ngay gilta mao tir ba phan Ién bon phan théu mét “Thién
Nhan”; hai bén mao théu hai Thién Nhan nira, ca thay la ba.

CEREMONIAL DRESS OF THE "HIEP - THIEN - DAI DIGNITARIES"

THE CEREMONIAL DRESS OF THE HO PHAP

DIVINE TEXT: The ceremonial dress of the Ho Phap includes 2 ceremonial vestments,one for the big
ceremony and one for the small ceremony.

For the big ceremony, the Ho Phap dresses in a uniform like an old style marshal. He wears a high
gold headdress (Kim Khoi), the top of which ends in a shape of "Tam Son" (Three Mountains) and looks
like a trident, as a symbol of his power of command over the Three Heavens of the West of the Nirvana
(Tay Phuong CUC LAC).

He wears an apron over his armor, with the left side exposed. On the side of Thuong Pham (spiritual
side), his right hand holds the staff "Gian Ma Xu" (Rule over Evil), which symbolizes the temporal
controlling the spiritual, while on the side of Thuong Sanh (temporal side) his left hand holds the string of
beads called "Tu Bi" (Mercy) which symbolizes the spiritual controlling the temporal.

This means that the Ho Phap holds power over both spiritual and temporal affairs. He wears the three-
colored belt of command (yellow, sky blue, and red) around his waist, which symbolizes his great power
over the union of the three ancient doctrines and over temporal and mystic procedures. Its knot lies right
in the middle of the abdomen.The ceremonial vestment for the small ceremony is made of yellow silk (the
symbol of Buddhism).

For this, the Ho Phap wears a head covering called "Hon Nguon Mao" (cosmo-genesis or world
creation), which is 10 cm high. The three signs of the three ancient doctrines are embroidered on the front
of this headdress: the "Binh Bat Du" (Charity Bowl of Sakya Muni), the "Phat Chu" (Whisk of Purification),
and the Book "Xuan Thu" (Spring and Autumn). The character "Phap" is above these three signs.

He wears the "Vo Uu" shoes. They are white and the character "Phap" is also on the toes. He wears
around his waist the three-colored belt of command, just like the one worn with the ceremonial vestment
for the big ceremony.

The Ho Phap wears the ceremonial vestment for the small ceremony when he presides over the
religious tribunal, and wears ceremonial vestment for the big ceremony only when he is to sit on his
throne.

THE CEREMONIAL DRESS OF THE THUONG PHAM,
(DIRECTOR OF SPIRITUAL AFFAIRS)

DIVINE TEXT: The Thuong Pham also has 2 ceremonial vestments, one for the big ceremony and one
for the small ceremony.

The ceremonial vestment for the big ceremony is made of white silk, and he wears a sky blue
chasuble over it, which has an edging of silver-white thread. He also wears the Vo Uu shoes. They are
white and the character "Dao" (Spiritual) is on the toes.

He wears around his waist the belt of command, like the one worn by the Ho Phap, with the knot on
the right side. His right hand holds the "Long Tu Phien" (Fan of Exteriorisation) made from thirty-six linked
white crane feathers. At the top of this Fan is the"Phat Chu" (the Whisk of Sanctification).



When considered mystically, the "Long Tu Phien" has the spiritual power to bring forth completely the
spirits who are released from the flesh, and to send them to the thirty-six heavens of Nirvana.

In his left hand he holds the string of beads called "Tu Bi" which symbolizes the presentation of the
Great Way to the Ho Phap.

The ceremonial vestment for the small ceremony is also made of white silk, with the belt of command
similar to the one in the ceremonial vestment for the big ceremony. The headdress is a "Hon Nguon Mao"
in white, like the one worn by the Ho Phap.

The Fan, called "Long Tu Phien" has the character "Dao" (Spiritual) embroidered above it. The Thuong
Pham wears the ceremonial vestment for the small ceremony when he goes before the religious tribunal
and wears the ceremonial vestment for the big ceremony when he is to sit on his throne.

THE CEREMONIAL DRESS OF THE THUONG SANH,
(DIRECTOR OF SECULAR AFFAIRS)

COMMENTARY: The Thuong Sanh also has 2 ceremonial vestments, one for the big ceremony and
one for the small ceremony.

The ceremonial vestment for the big ceremony looks like the one worn by the Thuong Pham. On his
head, he wears the "Thanh Can" (headdress made of sky blue silk which covers the head), and around
his waist is a band of red silk called "Than Thong" (knowledge of spirituality).

Like the Ho Phap and Thuong Pham, he wears the belt of command around his waist with its knot on
the left. The "Thu Hung Kiem" (Sword of Elevation) is at his back (representing the creation and the
change of the secular life). His right hand holds the “Phat Chu” (the Whisk of Purification) which
symbolizes the presentation of the temporal realm to the Ho Phap. His left hand holds the string of beads
called "Tu Bi" which symbolizes the offering of the Great Way to humanity.

He wears white Vo Uu shoes with the character "The" (Temporal) embroidered on the toes.

The ceremonial vestment for the small ceremony is like the one worn by the Thuong Pham, except
that the "Thu Hung Kiem" and the "Phat Chu" with the character "The" above them are embroidered on
the front of the headdress. Around his waist is the tricolor belt of command.

The Thuong Sanh wears the ceremonial vestment for the small ceremony when he goes before the
religious tribunal and wears the ceremonial vestment for the big ceremony when he is to sit on his throne.

THE CEREMONIAL DRESS OF THE "THAP NHI THOI QUAN,"
(THE TWELVE ZODIACAL DIGNITARIES)

The twelve Zodiacal dignitaries of the Hiep Thien Dai also have 2 ceremonial vestments, one for the
big ceremony and one for the small ceremony.

COMMENTARY: The ceremonial vestment for the big ceremony is made of white silk with an askew
collar edged with silver-white thread. On their heads they wear the white silk mitre of the bonze superiors.

Around his waist they wear the tricolor belt of command, with its knot in the middle, on the right or on
the left, depending on the branches Phap, Dao or The that they belong respectively to. They all wear
white Vo Uu shoes.

The ceremonial vestment for the small ceremony is likewise made of white silk. They all wear the belt
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of command. Their headdress are like the one worn by Ho Phap, Thuong Pham, and Thuong Sanh
respectively embroidered with the characters "Phap”, "Dao", or "The" depending on their functions. They
wear white V o Uu shoes.

The twelve zodiacal dignitaries wear the ceremonial vestment for the small ceremony when they carry
out their functions, and the ceremonial vestment for the big ceremony in major ceremonies.

THE CEREMONIAL DRESS OF THE "BAO VAN PHAP QUAN",
(CONSERVATOR OF ARTS AND LITERATURE)

COMMENTARY: The ceremonial vestment worn by the "Bao Van Phap Quan" is made of white silk.
On his head he wears the "Nhut Nguyet Mao" (1) which is like the one worn by the zodiacal dignitaries of
the Hiep Thien Dai, and has a five-petalled lotus flower on each side. The Divine Eye is embroidered on
each lotus flower.

In front of the fold right in the center, the headdress is decorated with another lotus flower, but this one
does not have the Divine Eye. The headdress has three lotus flowers in all.

Around his waist he wears "Bach Tuyet Than Quang" (2) which is 3.33 m long and .333 m wide. This
belt is knotted at the front in the form of a five-petalled lotus. On his feet are white Vo Uu shoes with a
small lotus flower on the toes.

THE CEREMONIAL DRESS OF THE "BAO SANH QUAN"
(PROTECTOR OF PUBLIC RELIEF)

COMMENTARY: The ceremonial vestment for the Bao Sanh Quan is made of white silk. On his head
he wears the "Nhut Nguyet Mao" like the one worn by the zodiacal dignitaries. On the front of this
headdress, 3 to 4 cm high at the point, is embroidered the "Divine Eye". This is also embroidered on each
side, so that there are three embroideries of the Divine Eye on this headdress.

A white silk belt is knotted around this headdress. Two meters long and 8 cm wide, it is called Tien
Thang (Belt of the Saints), and the two ends fall over the shoulders and allow the "Divine Eye" to be seen
in between.

Around the waist is worn a "Song Quang Than Thong" (3) that is a white silk belt which forms two
mystic circles on the thighs. On his feet he wears white Vo Uu shoes.

(1) According to the spirit messages received from the 6th female Immortal on March 13, 1931, the
explanation for this headdress is as follows: "The circle which rests on the head represents the sun, while
the shape of the crescent symbolizes the moon. So this headdress is called “Nhut Nguyet Mao” (Nhut:
sun, Nguyet: moon, Mao: headdress)."

(2) Bach Tuyet Than Quang (Light of the snow pure spirit): A belt made of very fine gauze.

(3) Song Quang Than Thong: Double luminous ray of the perispirit and of the spirit.
